Rabbi’s D’var Torah  

Minutes from February meeting were approved. 

 

Max Page discussed the new initiatives for the Tikkun Olam committee, including the legislative lunch and a bus trip to Bos-

ton to meet with state legislators—and various food justice initiatives.  There are 2 teen interns working with the committee.  

May 2nd will be the first CBI pride Shabbat to integrate with Northampton’s LGBT pride parade.  The Tikkun Olam commit-

tee has aligned with Bend the Arc a progressive Jewish organization committed to social justice. 

 

Mark Brumberg presented the budget.  FOC is recommending a 1% increase in dues.  The fundraising goals have been raised 

significantly—20% over last year.  The budget is not yet complete as FOC is  awaiting further information about the upcom-

ing changes for Gan Keshet.   

 

Ben Cuperman gave his Executive Director report.  One family left the synagogue because of a relocation.  Collection is 

slightly behind last year, and abatements are the same as last year.  A deficit is expected for the end of the fiscal year.  There 

is a new maintenance supervisor.   

 

Jim Sagalyn discussed the endowment.  The endowment has $856k and is being advised by Tim Dempsy, a professional en-

dowment consultant.  The endowment is invested in various mutual funds and has done well over the last several years.  

There are several funds from which money is taken every year for basic operating expenses.  Jim discussed the process of 

applying for funds to be taken out of the endowment and stated that this process is unclear and not defined.  Norbert, Max 

Page, Joel Feldman and Ben Cuperman volunteered to meet to discuss guidelines to withdraw funds. 

 

Norbert discussed the new fundraising model that he is working on as part of the sustainability goals outlined in the strategic 

planning process. 

 

Amy Siege gave a report on Alma and the Abundance Farm. 

 

The Gan Keshet situation was discussed.  There are several challenges in implementing the goals of Gan Keshet.    Rachel 

Hannah discussed the Preschool Education meeting.  Several subcommittees have been formed to figure out implementation 

of the various needs of Gan Keshet.    These are marketing, budget, early childhood education and collaboration.  They will 

meet again in April to discuss the work of the various subcommittees and figure out next steps.  LGA’s involvement with 

Gan Keshet and some of LGA’s concern were discussed—including concerns about being paid back.  It is unclear at this 

time if LGA will be involved in being part of the loan process. 

 

A motion was made to dissolve the memorandum of understanding with LGA with regards to Gan Keshet—effective at the 

end of the fiscal year.  An amendment was suggested that we terminate the previous agreement with LGA and empower ne-

gotiators to achieve the 50/50 deficit.   

 

The board went into executive session.
