In the Torah, the freshness and newness of Creation soon gives way to a world fully peopled and with a deep past of some-

times troubling or cataclysmic events (Sodom and Gomorrah; the Flood).  The brief pastoral idyll that is life in Eden pass-

es; the population suddenly seems to explode. 

 

By the time we are reading Leviticus, we are presented with a world filled with fathers, mothers, grandchildren, aunts and 

uncles, in-laws and webs of kindred far more complex than anything to be found on Ancestry.com.  This new world con-

tains not only relatives, but neighborsðand, even more tellingly, strangers.  This is a world vast enough to contain people 

with whom one doesnôt identify, people who are, in some way, Other, differentðdifferent enough that we are reminded 

ñthe stranger who resides with you shall be to you as one of your citizensò (Leviticus 19:34).  We have come a long way 

from Eden with its party of two. 

 

We are living in this post-Edenic world now, but wonder at such a world does not belong to recent generations alone.  To 

put our world of expanding population and dwindling resources into perspective, consider Shakespeareôs sixteenth century 

London, where even neighbors might be strangers, and where strangers, as in the Torah, had to be protected by law in or-

der to sustain peace and promote trade.  London was a city so vast that one could actually get lost.  This would have been 

almost unimaginable to those living in the hamlets that made up much of England.  And already then, England dealt with 

environmental crises as its forests were felled for timberðand as climate change, in the form of a little ice age, hampered 

harvests.  Our modern problems are not modern alone. 

 

Life in Eden operated under very different principles from those that have followed.  There were no strangers there, no 

neighbors, and Adam and Eve, according to the words of Bôreishit, were literally of one flesh. It was a place untouched by 

death, where two human beings lived in harmony with the earth.  God, we are told, ñtook the man and placed him in the 

garden of Eden, to till and tend itò (Bôreishit 2:15).  This is far cry from our current relationship to the biosphere. 

 

Congregation Bônai Israel, of course, belongs to the world after Bôreishit 2:15.  We belong to a world of generations and 

change, not of stasis.  We are an institution bound by intricate webs of kinship and kind-ness, charged with transmitting 

our culture and ethics to the next generation. And we are also a collection of individuals, each with a unique vision of life.   

 

Forging our many perspectives together into a coherent and inclusive community is not always an easy task, and there have 

been moments when, as Co-president, I have felt that our joint endeavor is held together by string and a little chewing gum. 

 

But that is profoundly untrue. 

  

We are held together by something intangible, indissoluble and profoundða love, not of the simple variety (for we can be 

a fractious bunch), but rather love for the institution itself, for its traditions, and yes, its occasional differences of opinion. 

 

And what astonishes me, as I come to the end of my term as Co-president, is the profound grace with which we 

acknowledge our ties to each other.  By showing up and reaching out and walking in the door, we make CBI new every 

day.  Through Abundance Farm, we till and tend the earth and become part of a growing national movement to renew this 

fragile earth.  We remember those who are gone, and we welcome those who are new.  We learn from our past. 

 

In doing so, we sustain Congregation Bônai Israel even as we remake it; in doing so we move with Congregation Bônai Is-

rael into the future. I have been profoundly honored to be your Co-president, and I look forward to continuing our work 

together. My deepest thanks to all of you for what you do to make our Congregation a fascinating and vibrant place.

Senior Luncheon Last for the 

seasonðJune 15 at Look Park  

A warm thank you to everyone who participated so generously in CBI's project to help  welcome new refugee fami-

lies to our area, under the auspices of Jewish Family Service in Springfield. We were inspired to work on this  pro-

gram through CBI's own Maxine Stein, who heads JFS's many social service efforts. CBI joined in as part of Tikkun 

Olam's commitment to the area's  interfaith project to welcome families throughout Western Mass. 

 

As part of the Abundance Farm Day Celebration, we were able to assemble, pack and deliver over 25 large bins and 

boxes of needed household and baby goods, and numerous back packs filled with school supplies, a special project of 

our CBI ALMA kids, Gan Keshet and LGA students.
