Sometimes, after learning I’'m an English professor and that my specialty is
Shakespeare, a new acquaintance will state “as Shakespeare said—" and
burst into iambic pentameter. We have, however, no record of what
Shakespeare said at all. We only know the words he put into the mouths of
his characters. And sometimes we’re a little shaky on that, too.
Shakespeare doesn’t show his hand—there’s no high way to a truth he
might wish to convey. Rather, Shakespeare gives each character a world
from which he or she sees events and other characters. So while we may
not know Shakespeare by looking at his characters, we learn a lot about the
individual traits of Hamlet, Rosalind, Polonius, Juliet and, of course,
Barnardo, who has the privilege of uttering the first ineinHa m! et

Like Shakespeare’s characters, no one of us has a direct line to the truth, and
each of us is encased in a whole world that is only partially of our own
creation (we have parents and teachers and past history). We bring our TALIA
whole worlds, separate and entire, to CBI, and these worlds are filled with
stories and opinions and perceptions and misperceptions. We come together GORDON
on Friday or Saturday or at the High Holy Days, but even then, what we see
and hear is the amalgamation of original and disparate experiences. When
we look at the world, we none of us see the same thing.

Given how different our viewpoints would appear to be, it seems clear that October 10, 2015

we will never come to any real understanding of one another until we catch Daughter of

a glimpse of each other’s vision of the world. This isn’t always easy. Our Bonnie & Joel Gordon
world views are like billiard balls, changing trajectory as they encounter
someone with different ideas. And we can’t easily follow the old cliché and
walk in another’s shoes—different shoes pinch, or fall off, and who wants to
wear someone else’s shoes anyway?

But we can listen. And once we begin to see the world from another’s
vantage point, we can begin to realize the extent to which our own views are
shaped by our fixed ideas, our pasts and our misconceptions. Knowing our
limitations, we can be quite unlike Shakespeare’s characters—we can go off
script or improvise or even, if we try hard enough, change the whole genre
of the play. Tragic miscommunication can be transformed into the comic
gold of lively friendship.

Sometimes our constructions of reality make walls that keep us from other
people. But if we keep listening carefully—we will probably begin to
understand. We just need to be ready to hear.

CBIl BOARD MEETING -
APRIL 30, 2015

Rabbi’s D’var Torah
Minutes from March meeting were approved.

Mark Brumberg presented the budget. The budget in-
cludes recommending a 1% increase in dues. Max
Page made an amendment to raise the dues by 2% -
$24 per family. David Cohen suggested a raise to 3%
and made an amendment. The question was called to
raise the dues by 3%. The motion passed. The fund-
raising goal is significantly higher at $120,000. The
budget includes a $9,000 surplus to account for finan-
cial uncertainties in the coming year. Several budget
issues were discussed including what rate dues should
be raised and how to manage the issue of high health
care costs for employees. An ad hoc committee is be-
ing formed to explore moving from a dues based
structure to a commitment based financial structure.

Mark Brumberg moved to have the board accept FOCs
budget. The budget passed.

The board discussed the rules to distribute the accu-
mulated income from the endowment. The benefits
of maintaining and growing the endowment versus
spending some percentage of the endowment were dis-
cussed. It was explained that a committee would need
to make a request to FOC to withdraw money from a
specific fund. FOC would then make a recommenda-
tion to the CBI board, which would vote on the issue.
However if a committee wants to take money out of
the accumulated funds—the interest from those
funds— then it is not necessary to go to FOC or the
board.

Norbert led a discussion on the assumption of respon-
sibility of Gan Keshet. LGA has voted to dissolve
their relationship with GK. Since then, GK is slowly
being integrated into CBI both functionally and ad-
ministratively. The current deficit for *14-15 is
$17,000. CBI applied for a loan from Hebrew Free

Loan to help cover the cost of the deficit for $7,000.
LGA has given a loan for $5,000 to help offset the
cost of GK. The loan to LGA will be repaid when and
if GK turns a profit.. Gillian informed the board that
we have 17 enrolled with deposits for Gan Keshet for
next year.

Alma registration continues to rise and there will be an
open house on May 9*. The farm season is underway.
A grant was just received for $10,000 to support fur-
ther integration of the farm. This money will be used
to create an outdoor prayer space. HGF grants were
received for *15-16. Jacob Fine applied to the Jewish
Endowment Foundation for $50,000 to create an out-
door classroom.

The CBI gala will be on June 7" and promises to be a
fun social event.

Ben Cuperman gave the director’s report.

1 Gillian presented a proposal to amend the bylaws.
Article 9 would be amended to add the Preschool
education committee, which shall oversee the
planning and oversight of the preschool.

f Article 6 Section 2 has to do with the number of
board members needed to be present to have a
quorum. An amendment was proposed to make a
quorum 11 or 2/3 of those present if there are few-
er than 16 members.

1 The final amendment to the bylaws is in the De-
velopment/Sustainability committee. The charge
for the committee will be to work with donors in
order to meet CBIs ongoing need to maximize an-
nual and capital funds.

Norbert discussed the goals of the financial sustaina-
bility committee and his move to a dues plus structure
where certain members are being asked to make com-
mitments on a larger scale for contributions—as op-
posed to frequent fundraisers.

The meeting went into executive session. The meeting
came out of executive session and voted on the gen-
eral principles of employee review as suggested by the
Personnel committee.
