Sanctuary Synagogue 
Justin began a discussion of Sanctuary Synagogue, what it means, how it fits in with the larger 
discussion of Pioneer Valley Workers Center efforts. PVWC will hold an organizing meeting in the 
future. We discussed the concept that Sanctuary Synagogue would provide food and shelter in a 
home, and we also talked about the concept of cyber security. 
 
Gan Keshet 
Amy gave a brief update of what is happening with Gan Keshet. 
Last year, enrollment was full, and Gan Keshet had a surplus. This year we will break even. 
The board should consider where GK fits in with larger concept of the mission of CBI. The finances 
of the pre-school are precarious, and losing one or two students will drastically affect the bottom 
line. 
 
We must be aware of the competition; Sunnyside has a new building, great physical plant and is 
very attractive. 
 
CBI does not have a toddler program to attract families with GK age children and younger siblings. 
This would help enrollment, but would require major investment for new, appropriate space. .Also, 
GK does not offer financial aid. 
 
We should have a conversation as to where GK fits in with CBI budget and Jewish life. 
Alan, as chair of FOC, commented this is a timely discussion, there is growth potential, should be 
part of the budgeting process. 
 
Discussion of GK should be part of long term planning. 
 
Will have a follow up discussion in May or June. 
 
Membership Meeting last night, re: interfaith families and membership issues. 
Comments: it was an enlightening meeting with lots of good comments 
Conclusion: we should not have vote on membership change at this time. 
USCJ is also coming out with a statement about interfaith families in member congregations, and 
we should wait for that development. 
 
Long Term Planning 
Max gave a summary - still collecting information, will bring ideas to June meeting. 
 
Spring Gala 
Moving forward. Theme: the celebration of Jewish Activism. 
 
Minutes of last Board Meeting were approved unanimously.
