Spring is in full bloom; Abundance Farm is buzzing with activity, and first fruits are beginning to show. By 
the time of this Kehilaôs publication, we will have experienced Shavuot (6

th
 of Sivan), the festival of first 

harvest and of the giving of Torah at Sinai. Arthur Waskow, in his ñSeasons of Joy,ò notes that the biblical 
mandate to bring ñtwo loaves of bread as an elevation offeringò (Lev.23:17) calls on us to offer the products 
of our own labor.

Congregation Bônai Israel-Board of Directors Meeting February 22, 2018 
 
Present: Alan Berkenwald, David Cohen, Ben Cuperman, Rabbi Justin David, Norbert Goldfield, Sara Haimowitz, 
John Joelson, Mordi Kamel, Max Page, Amy Siege, Sarah Winston, and Stephan Wurmbrand  
 
Prior to Meeting being called to order: 
Mordi Kamel updated all on the Laurel Park Circle of Care family who arrived from the Congo.  CBI members along 
with Beit Ahavah members have volunteered to help care for this refugee family.  It has been a very positive 
experience for all parties including the family involved.  The family expressed interest in visiting CBI.   
 
Meeting called to order: No quorum 
-Minutes from January meeting- still in review.  They will be forwarded when complete.   
-Ben submitted and presented the details of the latest Executive Directorôs Report.  Max asked for volunteers to pull 
together a subcommittee on a CBI Spring fundraising event which would include the insight of new CBI members.  
Both Sara Haimowitz and Amy Siege volunteered for this. 
-David Cohen submitted and presented the latest Endowment Report and answered questions on what amounts may 
be withdrawn with or without Board Approval.

-Sanctuary Update: Rabbi David submitted an update and commented on how the group was making headway on 
items but needed more time (till the next Board Meeting) to provide a complete update.  Six congregations have 
signed the Covenant and three others are in the works (nine total).  Rabbi David furthered to explain how he would 
consult with the Board first when Alan inquired if a survey would be sent to the CBI congregants.

This finding resulted in the discussion of possibility of 
opening another classroom to provide for this growth.  Budgets drafts were run, and confirmation calls will be made 
to the pending students before further action is taken.
